| recently received an email from OverDrive that highlighted that they
have been acquired by KKR, a New York based global investment firm.
This spells good news for us, as Overdrive works to acquire more
content for the digital collection. In other words, more options and
availability as we purchase content for our patrons.

The email goes on to say that KKR also owns RBDigital. As you may (or
may not) know, | am a huge fan of RBDigital. | love having access to
their entire audio collection (38K audiobooks). We have access to more
audiobooks than we can afford to buy individually. Further, there is
simultaneous checkout, which means that you don't have to wait for
the next person on the list to checkout that book you want now. There
is a delay on the latest releases, but the selection and availability is
vast! | love RBDigital!

However, with the acquisition of Overdrive by KKR, apparently
Overdrive will be acquiring RBDigital. According to the email, “This
means that over the coming months, all RBDigital library customers
and RBDigital app users will be migrated to the OverDrive platform
and Libby” What?! [dramatic pause while | wipe away my small
tear...®]. | reached out to my RBDigital contact, and she knew about
as much as | did. What does the future hold? Will we be able to do the
simultaneous checkout? Will we be able to renew our access to the
entire collection? Bottom line, | don't know, but be advised, changes
are a comin'’!

On the positive side, we have been investing heavily into Overdrive. We
received almost $30K in CLEF grant funds, which we are dedicating to
e-movies and other e-resources on OverDrive. That is in addition to the
$97K that was already earmarked for Overdrive e-resources. Though
we still have over a million physical checkouts a year, usage of our
e-resources is on the rise, and we will
continue to support your interests.

As a final word, we encourage you
to wear your masks in the library, be
respectful of others, and take
advantage of our growing
e-resource collection.

His second year, he helped set up the Hurri-
cane Makerspace. And he has been instrumental in planning for
the Washington Makerspace, which is now under construction.
Additionally, he put together the mobile makerspaces for the
small branches. Though he is based out of St. George, he has
been instrumental in the success of the makerspace program
throughout the county. He has done great work, and we are
fortunate to have him as part of the team. Whenever I'm asked
about our Makerspaces from other libraries throughout the
state, I'm quick to share his expertise as a resource.
