| wanted to take a minute to address a common concern
that | keep getting lately. In short, the question is: my old
library did it, why don’t you? “It” varies depending on who
is asking the question, but different subjects have included
going fine-free, letting people check out items longer,
letting people check out more items, letting people sleep
in the library, and so on.

While there are multiple reasons why we operate how we
do, the main reason is that different libraries don't all work
for the same boss (and that is a good thing in my opinion).
We are not a federal organization like the post office, but
each local library operates under their own library board,
under their own local governments, with different
budgets, and different support structures. As a result,
different libraries operate differently.

On the budget side, that means that we can operate the
5th largest library in the state with an incredibly low tax
rate. Where you might pay over $100 a year on average
for access to another library, our average is more like
$33, depending on your home value. Nice right? But
that also means that as we consider whether or not to go
fine-free, our low budget, comparatively speaking,
makes a big difference.

As we consider how to effectively share the library
resources, considering holds, budget, and other factors,
we do the best we can to set good policies and procedures
to make it fair for all.

Having said that, we did just make a change to the number

== of checkouts for children. In the
past, kids were only allowed to
| check out 10 items, while adults
could check out 20. To make it all
the same, we have changed it to
| allow everyone to check out 20
items, regardless of age. Yeah!

Flash Flood Hits Springdale Library

OnTuesday, June 29th at around 3:00 pm, more than 1 1/2 inches of rain
came down within an hour in Springdale and the surrounding areas,
causing a major flash flood. The affected areas included the Springdale
Library, which is temporarily closed due to flood damage.

Water levels reached between 18 and 24 inches during the initial
flood, covering the exterior walkways and parking areas in mud. Clean
up efforts are underway and the branch will reopen when the restora-
tion is complete.
