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Message From The Director

What is the future of the library? A commissioner asked me this
question recently. Allow me to break out my crystal ball, don my gypsy
hat, and describe for you the future.

Looking into my crystal ball, the future of the library, in my opinion, is
beautiful. | see a new library somewhere along the southern border of
St. George. We are saving for this now, and hope it is not too distant in
the future. | see the library as a community center. What if the library
shared a building with a rec center? What if the library shared space
with the Senior Citizen Center? What if the library had a performance
arts center, for recitals, plays, performances, and more? What if the
library had programs off site (school, park, sand hollow, quail creek,
Snow (Canyon, the movie theater, etc.)?

Also in my crystal ball, | see technology playing a bigger role. Right now,
we have self-checkout as an additional option for patrons. | think the
future might look more like the grocery store, where self-checkout is the
primary option, with a staff member available to help where needed. |
see an app where people can have their library card on their phone, and
might even be able to checkout with the phone instead of even visiting
a self-checkout computer. Right now, we circulate over TM physical
books a year, and about 300K ebooks a year. We will always have
physical books, but the future will probably be more like 50/50 in
electronic availability and usage.

The library is a powerhouse for the community. Even if you have a neigh-
bor that is not a user, they probably still support the library. If you get
the chance, check out the video put out by SirsiDynix that highlights the
Power of Libraries in Economic Recovery:
