Our holdings for 
e-audiobooks jumped from 500 items to over 28,000. Jaw 
dropping, right?

Find RBDigital in our ebook section of our 
e-resources on our website.

Reference USA – We had access to Reference USA through the 
state, but discontinued providing the resource. However, back by 
popular demand, we have contracted (with Dixie University) to 
provide this reference and research info to our patrons. With 
information on U.S. Business (including local), New Businesses, 
white pages, Jobs, internships, healthcare, consumers, and 
more…it is a great addition to the library!
