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Message From The Director

Every year in April, | am required to provide a statistical report
to the state. Allow me to paint the picture for you, and weave
my statistical magic.

Library visits: Before COVID, we had over 688K visits in all 8
branches. The 2020 madness dropped us to almost 468K
visitors. We did close for just over a month of that, but people
were not getting out to those public places as much. In 2021,
we rose to 515K visits. Up from 2020, but not even close to pre
COVID numbers, which was the main theme of the year.

Circulation: In 2019, we checked out 1.43M items (includes
both physical and electronic materials). The year of COVID, we
dropped to 866K checkouts, but for 2021, we jumped back up
to 1.39M. So, a decrease from before COVD numbers, but not by
much. Apparently, though less people were coming, those that
did come in checked out more items. One stat that was up from
2019, through COVID, till now is the electronic checkouts.
Through Overdrive/Libby, we checked out 252K items in 2019,
313K items in 2020, and 376K items in 2021. Though the physi-
cal item checkouts were down 15% from pre COVID, we still
check out a lot more physical items than we do electronic:
1,012,600 items!

Program attendance is on the rise, but is still far lower than
2019. Internet lab usage has continued to fall, even down from
COVID numbers. My guess is people were forced to get their
own computers to make it through COVID, and not as many
people need access to our computers...?

A lot of 2021 saw us still battling COVID, people wearing
masks, quarantining, and limiting exposure. | expect 2022 to
continue torise in library usage and statistics. Until then, for
those who haven’t been to the library in a while, please
come back, we miss you!
