Do you know that your library card is your passport to Heri-
tage Quest® Online? The Heritage Quest Database is 
provided to Washington County patrons as a service by the 
Washington County Library System. Heritage Quest Online 
provides genealogical and historical sources for more than 60 
countries, with coverage dating back as early as the 1700s. 
Heritage Quest is a collection of �ve core data sets: U.S. 
Federal Censuses, Genealogy and local history books, Periodi-
cal Source Index (PERSI), Revolutionary War records, and 
Freedman's Bank Records. Links to the U.S. Congressional 
Serial Set record are also available through the site.

Each of these  data sets are rich in unique primary sources, 
local and family histories, and can be searched from your 
computer, tablet, or smartphone. 

So �nd out where your heritage begins by using Heritage 
Quest Online. It delivers an essential collection of genealogi-
cal and historical sources— and with coverage dating back to 
the 1700s— it will help you �nd your ancestors and discover 
the roots  of your family  tree!
