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Message From The Director

According to Tom Durrant, the Washington County Assessor,
everyone should have received their Notice of Property
Valuation and Tax Changes. The notice is not a bill; it is the
annual disclosure of tax rates, proposed taxes, appeal dates,
and other related information. Check it out!

Tom also said that due to recent, drastic changes to prop-
erty values in Washington County, most taxpayers should
expect to see a tax increase this year. He said that in 2021,
we saw unprecedented changes in the value of Washing-
ton County real estate, particularly homes, which means
the assessed values of the property have increased to
reflect market activity.

For the most part, as your home value goes up, the tax rate
for the library (and other local government entities) will go
down, so that you are charged about as much as you were
last year. However, according to Tom, there are some things
that might impact that. A tax shift is when an individual
property value change is greater than the average change.
The increase from a tax shift does not create more tax
revenue. Some will pay more, and some will pay less
depending on what an individual value did compared to the
average value increase. These shifts happen every year for a
variety of reasons and can happen on the state level, county
level, municipal level, and all the way down to individual
property level. Another impact for this year is the freeze on
the state school fund tax rate, which was enacted by the
state legislature in 2018. This is the final year of the freeze,
and has no impact on the library taxes.

Bottom line, though you may be paying more taxes this year,
you should be paying about the same as last year for your
library services, depending on your home value and tax shift.
According to Tom, each property owner has the right to
appeal the market value
with the Board of equaliza-
tion, Aug. 1 - Sept. 15. For
